� -  High Resolution Display: A function by which a device converts a video signal into a visual output (e.g., LCD panel, Plasma display panel). This definition does not include Status Displays. 


� -  Status Display: A function by which a product provides a visual display of less than 480x234 pixel resolution or 5 inches diagonal screen size, including a back-lit alphanumeric clock or channel indicator. This definition does not include single indicator lamps.


� - APD (Auto Power Down) - The capability to automatically switch a device from On Mode to Sleep Mode after a predetermined period of time (APD timing) has elapsed. APD timing begins when the following criteria have been met: (1) the device has ceased performance of all primary functions, or (2) the last user input has been received (e.g., remote control signal, volume adjustment). The intent of APD is that products will automatically power down into Sleep Mode when not in active use.

� -  MUP (Maximum Undistorted Power): The amplifier output power at which the THD of any output channel is 1.0% or greater for a given input. 
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
